La Division francgaise, I'Institut Rotarien de Leadership (IRL),
adhere totalement a ces principes tout en rendant ses
programmes suffisamment polyvalents pour sensibiliser les
jeunes rotariens au leadership et leur permettre de progresser
a la fois dans leur cursus professionnel et dans leur vie
rotarienne.

Réunie en assemblée générale le 15 juin 2011 a Lyon dans les
locaux du Journal Le Rotarien, grace a Philippe Reynaud et avec
I'autorisation de Michel Thomas, la Division Francgaise a fait le
point sur 4 ans de fonctionnement.

Etaient présents a la réunion les représentants des districts :
1690 (Roger Lelu), 1710 (Philippe Reynaud et 3 formateurs),
1670 (Dominique Dubois, Serge Gouteyron),1730 (Chantal
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Pasqualini), 1780 (Francois Mornand, Josiane Hendrickx) et 1760
(Jacques di Costanzo, Philippe Jean, Robert Bonnet). Les districts
1510, 1770, 2241, 9010, 9220 et 9150 ont émis leurs regrets de
ne pouvoir assister a la réunion.

La Division francaise, désormais la 2°™ au monde en extension
apres les USA, comporte actuellement 13 districts (1510, 1670,
1690, 1700, 1730, 1780, 1710, 1760, 1770, 2241, 9010, 9150 et
9220) et 25 pays francophones (France, Monaco, Roumanie,
Moldavie, Algérie, Andorre, Tunisie, Maroc, Mauritanie, Burundi,
Cameroun, République Centrale Africaine, Tchad, République
Démocratique du Congo, Guinée Equatoriale, Gabon, Rwanda, Sao
Tome & Principe, Comores, Djibouti, Madagascar, Maurice,
Mayotte, Réunion, Seychelles).

Depuis 2007, date de sa création, la Division Francaise a
sensibilisé au leadership plus de 700 stagiaires. Les sessions ont
été centrées sur la prise de parole en public, I'animation de
groupe, le leadership et la conduite d'un club.

Giay Keynotes RLI Breakfast in New Orleans
Addressing more than 400 at the RLI Breakfast in New Orleans, Past R.I.

President Luis Vicente Giay of Buenos Aires, Argentina, gave a truly
outstanding speech on "Rotary Leadership's Future Challenges." He
discussed the five major challenges facing Rotary in the years ahead.
Because of the importance of the speech, we are hoping to post it on our
website some time during June.

Speaking as a representative of the R.I. Board of Directors, Director John
Smarge of Florida, USA, told how RLI has changed Rotary in his region.
